Scan Procedure
A gallium scan is an imaging procedure used to evaluate infection, inflammation and some tumours. It is performed on two separate appointments usually two days apart.
Day One



Time: 15 minutes
You will be given an injection of a radioactive tracer. This appointment takes about 15 minutes.
Day Two



Time: 2 hours
Usually two days (or 48 hours) after your injection you will return to the department for a scan. We may take pictures of your whole body or we may focus on a specific part of your body. This scan can take approximately 2 hours in total. You will be required to keep still while the pictures are being taken.
Preparation
To come prepared for your scan please:

· Do not wear jewellery to your appointment.
· Do not wear clothes that have metal on them. This includes zippers, buttons and embellishments. 
· Bring copies of previous scans with you.
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
