Scan Procedure
This scan looks at how well your heart is functioning. We can calculate how well your heart is pumping. This scan is often performed before and during chemotherapy to make sure the heart is performing well. It may also be to check up on the heart during or following these procedures.
Part One – Injection

Time: 15 minutes
You will be given an injection of a radioactive tracer. You will be asked to eat following this injection to allow the tracer to move away from the stomach and bowel.
Part Two – Scan

Time: 30 minutes
We will image your heart at least an hour after the injection. The images take approximately 30 minutes.
Preparation
To come prepared for your scan please:

· Do not wear jewellery to your appointment.
· Do not wear clothes that have metal on them. This includes zippers, buttons and embellishments. 
· Bring copies of previous scans with you.
· Drink extra fluid on the day of your scan.
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
