Scan Procedure
A lung shunt scan demonstrates the presence of an arteriovenous right to left shunt. We can also determine the size of the shunt.
Part One – Injection

Time 30 minutes
We will insert a canula into a vein in your arm. We will then ask you to stand for 10 minutes, after which time we will give you an injection of a radioactive tracer whilst you are still standing.
Part Two – Scan

Time: 1 hour
Following the injection we will take some images. We will take pictures for approximately 1 hour. You will be required to lie still during the pictures.
Preparation
To come prepared for your scan please:

· Do not wear jewellery to your appointment.
· Do not wear clothes that have metal on them. This includes zippers, buttons and embellishments. 
· Bring copies of previous scans with you.
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
