Scan Procedure
This imaging procedure can be used to evaluate how well the kidneys are functioning and can also check for blockages in the urinary system. The test takes about one hour.
Part One – Hydration 

Time: up to 1 hour
When you arrive if you haven’t had enough water to drink before coming in for the scan we will give you a jug of water to drink. Some of the time, we will also give you an injection of lasix. This injection is a diuretic which means it will increase the amount of urine that you are producing. We will ask you to empty your bladder just before the scan.
Part Two – Scan

Time: 30 minutes
The scan involves an injection of a radioactive tracer into a vein in your arm. This tracer will go to the kidneys and allow us to image them filling and emptying. This scan takes 20 minutes.
After the scan we will ask that you empty your bladder again. Once you have done this we will take one more picture for 2 minutes.
Preparation
To come prepared for your scan please:

· Do not wear jewellery to your appointment.
· Do not wear clothes that have metal on them. This includes zippers, buttons and embellishments. 
· Bring copies of previous scans with you.
· Drink extra fluid before your scan. (~1 Litre)
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
