This test will take about one hour. You will be given an injection of a radioactive tracer. We will wait twenty minutes before we start the scan. You will be asked to drink a cup of water just before the scan starts.

· Contrast media (from a CT scan, angiogram or IVP).

· Foods containing high amounts of iodine.

· Medications/vitamins containing iodine.
· Medication for your thyroid
