Scan Procedure
This scan allows us to look at your kidneys. It shows us the contribution that each kidney makes to your overall renal function. It also allows us to detect scarring of the kidney.
Part One – Injection

Time: 15 minutes
You will be given an injection of a radioactive tracer that goes to the kidneys. This takes about 15 minutes.

Time: 3 hours
There is a break of 3 hours between the injection and the scan. You are free to leave the department during this time and you may eat and drink.
Part Two – Scan

Time 30 minutes
You will return for your scan 3 hours after the injection. The scan will take approximately half an hour. You will be required to lie still as we take pictures of your kidneys.
