This scan looks at the function of the gallbladder and the bile system. The procedure takes approximately 3 hours.

You will be given an injection of a radioactive tracer that goes to the gallbladder. We will then take pictures of the gall bladder for one hour.
Following this scan we may give you a drink or an injection and then continue scanning for another 30 to 60 minutes. During the scan you will be required to keep still.
Preparation
To come prepared for your scan please:

· Fast for at least 4 hours prior to the appointment.

· Cease narcotic medications 4 hours prior to the appointment. If you are unsure about whether your medications contain narcotics please phone us.
· Do not wear jewellery to your appointment.
· Do not wear clothes that have metal on them. This includes zippers, buttons and embellishments.
